The cystatin superfamily encompasses proteins that contain multiple
cystatin-like sequences. Some of the members are active cysteine pro
tease inhibitors, while others have lost or perhaps never acquired thi
s inhibitory activity. There are three inhibitory families in the superfa
mily, including the type 1 cystatins (stefins), type 2 cystatins and the
kininogens. The type 2 cystatin proteins are a class of cysteine protei
nase inhibitors found in a variety of human fluids and secretions, wh
ere they appear to provide protective functions. The cystatin locus o
n chromosome 20 contains the majority of the type 2 cystatin genes
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and pseudogenes. This gene is located in the cystatin locus and enc
odes a cysteine proteinase inhibitor found in saliva, tears, urine, and
seminal fluid.
