The enzyme is known to metabo
lize many xenobiotics, including the anticonvulsive dru
g mephenytoin, benzo(a)pyrene, 7-ethyoxycoumarin, a
nd the anti-cancer drug taxol. This gene is located wit
hin a cluster of cytochrome P450 genes on chromoso
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me 10qg24. Several transcript variants encoding a few
different isoforms have been found for this gene.
