Background: Golgi and microtubules are thought to be important for the reorganiz
ation of the Golgi after it fragments during mitosis. This gene encode
s one of the golgins, a family of proteins localized to the Golgi. This

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Golgi cisternae and in vesicular transport. Several alternatively spliced
transcript variants of this gene have been described, but the full-lengt
h nature of these variants has not been determined.
