Background:

e in the DNA-binding domain of the superfamily of nuclear recepto
rs. Calreticulin binds to antibodies in certain sera of systemic lupus
and Sjogren patients which contain anti-Ro/SSA antibodies, it is hig
hly conserved among species, and it is located in the endoplasmic
and sarcoplasmic reticulum where it may bind calcium. The amino t
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erminus of calreticulin interacts with the DNA-binding domain of th
e glucocorticoid receptor and prevents the receptor from binding t
o its specific glucocorticoid response element.
